1. Applicant is a law enforcement officer with the responsibility for an ongoing criminal investigation and, therefore, pursuant to Minnesota Statute 626A.36, may apply for an Order authorizing the installation and use of a mobile tracking device.

2. Applicant certifies that the Dakota County Drug Task Force is conducting a criminal investigation of the owners and any operator(s) of the above listed vehicle, to wit ***Target Name***, in connection with possible violations of Minnesota Statute 152.022 Controlled Substance Crime 1ST Degree.
3. That it is believed that tracing the movements of the above described object and/or person will facilitate the investigation of the above described crime and that the information likely to be obtained by monitoring the mobile tracking device is relevant to the on-going criminal investigation.

4. Applicant relies upon the following additional facts and circumstances in applying for this Order:

5.   Pursuant to Minnesota Statute 626A.381, Subd. 2, the Applicant also         requests that the Court dispense with the service of the inventory required by Minnesota Statute 626A.381, Subd. 1, for the following reasons:

In addition to providing evidence that may lead to the arrest and conviction of the suspect, the tracking device may provide evidence of the identities of other persons which whom the suspects may be involved.  Service of the inventory within ninety (90) days would alert the suspect to the existence of the specific investigation.

Service of the inventory would certainly render useless the further use of a mobile tracking device as an investigative tool in this investigation.  For example, once a suspect is aware that a tracking device might be installed on his vehicle, it is relatively easy to locate and remove the device.

Applicant requests that the Court issue an order authorizing the Applicant or officers under his direction or control to attach the tracking device to the above described object wherever it may be found in the State of Minnesota.  Applicant also requests that the monitoring of the signal maybe conducted wherever the object may be taken or found.  The Applicant requests that the device be installed for a maximum of sixty (60) days and that the device may be unattached and reattached during the sixty (60) day period of time.  Applicant also requests that the Court’s Order dispense with the service of the inventory required by Minnesota Statute 626A.381, Subd. 1.

	AN ORDER AUTHORIZING THE INSTALLATION AND USE OF A MOBILE TRACKING DEVICE


This matter having come before the Court pursuant to an Application requesting an Order authorizing the installation and use of a mobile tracking device on the following object: ****Insert Vehicle****. The Court finds that on the basis of the information submitted in the Application that there is reason to believe that information likely to be obtained by such installation and use is relevant to an on-going criminal investigation into possible violations of Minnesota Statute 152.022 Controlled Substance Crime 1ST Degree., a felony, the operator(s) of the above listed vehicle,  and other yet unknown operator(s). 


NOW THEREFORE, based upon the foregoing findings and upon the application submitted,


IT IS ORDERED that Police ***Your name**** and all persons acting under his/her direction or control may install and use a mobile tracking device on the above described object; that the device may be installed anywhere in the State of Minnesota; that monitoring of the signal may be conducted wherever the object is found or taken; that the tracking device may be installed for a maximum of sixty (60) days; and that the device may be removed and reinstalled as often as desired from the object during that sixty (60) day period beginning from the date of first installation.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that a mobile tracking device may be installed and used on the object described in either or both of the following situations where there is not enough time to obtain a Court Order:

1. Where the person named in this Order is being tracked and transfers to a vehicle heretofore unknown to the applicant; and/or

2. Where the person named in this Order is being tracked and meets with someone heretofore unknown to the applicant under circumstances indicating the new persons’ possible involvement in the crime being investigated;

provided that the applicant shall apply to this Court, within 72-hours of the installation, for an Order approving the installation and use of the device and authorizing, if appropriate, its continued use.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, pursuant to Minnesota Statute 626A.381, Subd. 2, the service of the inventory required by Minnesota Statute 626A.381, Subd 1, may be dispensed with.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, pursuant to Minnesota Statute 626A.37, the Application and this Order be sealed until further Order of this Court.
