Device needed.  Although LOJACK and it's competitors are marketed as a

stolen recovery tool they can easily be used to track the owner too.

Many of today's vehicles come pre installed with the technology already

in place.  All that's needed is for the company LOJACK to activate it.

Not quite GPS tracker language but a possible resource regardless.

Sample Search Warrant Affidavit Language for LO/JACK cases in Washington

Preamble – Statement by the affiant as to identity, training, investigative experience, etc.

I have also received training in the use and operation of the Lo/Jack Stolen Vehicle Recovery System and its direct compatibility and interface with law enforcement.  From that training, I am aware that Lo/Jack Corporation installs a small radio transceiver in a hidden, randomly selected, area of a customer’s vehicle at the customer’s request.  A five-digit Reply Code, unique to a given Lo/Jack transponder and matched to the Vehicle Identification Number (VIN) of the customer’s vehicle is entered into Lo/Jack’s Stolen Vehicle Recovery Network (SVRN) computer.  The SVRN is connected to the law enforcement stolen vehicle system computer known as the WAshington Crime Information Computer (WACIC), which is maintained by the Washington State Patrol.

When a Lo/Jack equipped vehicle is reported stolen to law enforcement, the routine police entry of the VIN into WACIC activates the SVRN system, which automatically turns on the Lo/Jack transponder, by radio signal, in the stolen vehicle.  The Lo/Jack transponder in the stolen vehicle then emits a silent radio homing signal, which can be picked up by police units equipped with Lo/Jack Police Tracking Computers.

Any law enforcement vehicle equipped with a Lo/Jack Tracking Computer, coming within range of the stolen vehicle, receives the broadcast from the Lo/Jack transponder.  The signal law enforcement officers receive on their on-board Lo/Jack Police Tracking Computers is the unique five-digit Reply Code assigned to the Lo/Jack transponder for the stolen vehicle.  In addition, this signal provides signal strength and directional cues.  Through law enforcement communications with WACIC, officers “run” the Lo/Jack Reply Code, which responds with the specific description of the stolen vehicle and the confirmation that it is entered into WACIC and/or the NCIC (National Crime Information Center) as a stolen vehicle.

Officers then follow the tracking procedure that involves homing in on the signal from the stolen vehicle. This takes them directly to that vehicle.
