Pursuant to Minnesota Statute Section 626A.381, Subdivision 2, the applicant also requests that the Court dispense with the service of the inventory required by Minnesota State Section 626A, Subdivision 1, for the following reasons:
a. This is a criminal investigation. In addition to providing evidence that may lead to the arrest and conviction of the suspect(s), Electronic and/or Mechanical Mobile Tracking Device or System may provide evidence of the identities of other persons with whom the suspect(s) may be involved in the service of the inventory within Sixty (60) days would alert both the suspect(s) and the latter persons to the existence of the specific investigation. 
b. Especially with respect to the latter persons, the service of the inventory will very likely alert them before a viable case can be developed. Service of the inventory would certainly render useless the further use of the Electronic and/or Mechanical Mobile Tracking Device or System as an investigative tool in this investigation. 
c. The suspect(s) and others would probably be much more careful in dealing with strangers and in all other aspects of their dealings. It would make it much more difficult for undercover officers and confidential informants to gain the confidence of those involved and may well risk their lives. It may result in the suspect(s)’s flight at a stage of the investigation where an arrest would be premature.

The applicant requests that the Mobile Tracking Technology be installed for a period no longer than 60 days and that the technology be accessed by your Affiant or persons under his direction/control for the purpose of removal or service/repair and then reinstalled. 
WHEREFORE, it is respectfully requested that the Court grant an Order for a period of Sixty (60) days, from the date of this Court Order (1) authorizing the installation and use of an Electronic and/or Mechanical Mobile Tracking Device or System, (2) sealing this Application and the Court Order, and (3) dispensing with the service of the inventory required by Minnesota Statute Section 626A.381 Subdivision.1.
